The $60 million new-construction
project, headed up by Milwaukee-based Gilbane Building Company, includes a pilot production
plant, aresearch laboratory and afour-story office building. But what really makes the 120-acre
campus a shining star — literally — isits high-performance green building standards, complete
with areflective roof to maximize energy savings.
